FACILITY

The premises herein referred to as the “facility” in this agreement, is defined as the Greenwich Volunteer Fire Department, located at 9798 Highway 1 in Greenwich, Kings County, Nova Scotia

LEASE TERMS
1.
 The Lessor agrees to permit the use of their facility to the Lessee commencing on ___________, 20___ at ______AM/PM. The Lessee agrees to vacate the premises by ________________, 20___ at ______AM/PM.
2.
The Lessee shall provide a deposit to Lessor in the form of a cheque or e-transfer in the amount of one hundred fifty dollars at the time of booking. The deposit shall be refundable on cancellation of the rental provided minimum notice of thirty days is provided by the Lessee. The Lessee shall have their deposit returned upon the completion of the rental agreement, provided there is no damage found on the post rental inspection by the Lessor.
3.
The full amount of the rental fees as stipulated in this agreement will be due in full upon the Lessee taking charge of the facility from the Lessor. The Lessor shall conduct a pre occupancy inspection of the facility at this time and any existing damage will be noted.
4.
The Lessee shall return to the Lessor the facility and the equipment within in the condition in which it was found on commencement of the rental. It shall be agreed that any damage done to the facility during the Lessors rental shall be the sole responsibility of the Lessee. The Lessee further agrees that in the event of damage to the facility, the Lessee shall forfeit their deposit and may be held liable for damages in excess of the deposit amount. The Lessee shall report any damage to the facility to the Lessor without delay. The Lessor will conduct a post occupancy inspection with the Lessee at the conclusion of the rental where any new damage will be noted.
5.
The Lessee will be provided a key to the facility by the Lessor prior to the commencement of the rental at a time which is mutually agreeable to both parties. Upon the completion of the rental the Lessee shall return to the Lessor the key to the facility. Failure to return the key to the facility will result in forfeiture of the Lessee’s deposit and they may be subject to additional fees related to any locksmith charges required to ensure the security of the facility by the Lessor.

6.
The Lessee agrees to be present and supervise the use of facility during the duration of the rental agreement when others are present. The Lessee accepts liability for the actions of those admitted to the facility during the duration of the event. The Lessor shall be held harmless, indemnified and absolved of any liability for the actions of those the Lessee admits to the facility.
7.
The Lessee agrees to fully indemnify, hold harmless and absolve the Lessor of any liability for injury or illness incurred by the Lessee or their guests resulting from the Lessee’s rental of the facility. For further clarity the Lessee shall accept full liability for their actions and those of their guests or others they permit inside the facility during the term of the rental agreement.

8.
The Lessor is not responsible for any property left unattended in the facility by the Lessee or their guests, agents or contractors bound to the Lessee. Property left discarded at the conclusion of the rental shall be disposed of by the Lessor without delay unless prior arrangements have been made by the Lessee.

9.
Kitchen facilities located on the premises are owned by the Lessor and shall not be used unless stipulated within this agreement in accordance with the schedule of fees. If the Lessee uses these facilities without the consent and agreement of the Lessor they shall forfeit their deposit.

10.
In the event the Lessee elects to rent the kitchen facility, they shall agree to fully indemnify, hold harmless and absolve the Lessor of any liability for injury incurred by the Lessee or their agents whom the Lessee may from time to time agree to contract for the preparation or provision of food or beverage products while using the Lessor’s kitchen facility, including any use of appliances or utensils. For further clarity the Lessee shall accept full liability for use of the kitchen facility during the term of the rental agreement.
11.
The Lessee agrees to return all kitchen appliances or utensils in the condition they were found to the location where they were originally located, clean and without damage. The Lessee agrees that any damage to the Lessor’s kitchen or a failure to properly clean items used will result in the forfeiture of their deposit.

12.
In the event the Lessee elects to serve food or beverages whether prepared on site or by way of an outside catering service, The Lessee shall accept full liability for any illness related to the provided food or beverages. The Lessee agrees to fully indemnify, hold harmless and absolve the Lessor of any liability relating to food prepared or served on the premises during the terms of the rental agreement.
13.
Should the Lessee wish serve alcohol during any facility rental, the Lessor shall provide bar tending services to the Lessee at no additional cost. The Lessee shall not be permitted to serve alcohol, only the Lessor’s bar tenders shall be permitted to serve the Lessee or their guests.

14.
If the Lessee elects to serve alcohol they shall obtain a liquor license from the Province of Nova Scotia’s Alcohol and Gaming Division. The Lessee shall furnish a copy of this license to the Lessor no less than fourteen days in advance of the Lessee’s rental. The Lessor shall be responsible for purchasing all alcohol to be served during the event.

15.
The Lessee agrees to obtain liability insurance naming the Lessor as an insured party for any events conducted in the facility where the general public will be invited or alcohol will be served.

16.
The Lessee shall be responsible for the setup of tables and chairs within the facility for their event. The Lessor shall be responsible for the tear down of tables and chairs at the conclusion of the event.
17.
The Lessee shall be responsible for ensuring any garbage left by their guests at the conclusion of the rental agreement is placed in the provided trash receptacles in accordance with local sorting requirements, failure to do so may result in the forfeiture of the Lessee’s deposit.

18.
The Lessee agrees to further be bound by the terms and conditions found within “Schedule A” of the lease agreement.

Schedule A

· Greenwich Volunteer Fire Department is a smoke free facility. Smokers may smoke outside the building in accordance with local and provincial laws.
· All exits are to be left unobstructed and not to have objects placed within 3 metres of them.
· All kitchen appliances and utensils are to remain on the premises.
· Lessee is responsible to make sure lights are turned off at the conclusion of their event
· The Lessee shall not adjust heating and cooling settings, if changes are required they should contact the Lessor
· If the Lessee is using the kitchen facility they shall provide their own dish soap as well as towels and cloths.
· The Lessee shall not permit their guests to park vehicles obstructing the apparatus bays of the fire department or entry doors to the facility. Vehicles found in violation will be towed at the owner’s expense.

· The Lessee shall not affix any objects to walls or ceilings using tape or tacks. The only acceptable adhesive object shall be sticky tack. The Lessee is responsible for removing all objects from the walls at the conclusion of the event.

· Candles will only be permitted if contained in an enclosure with the prior written approval of the Lessor.

· The Dishwasher in the kitchen may be used if the kitchen is rented provided the Lessee follows the attached instructions.

· The Lessor recommends all Lessee’s obtain liability insurance for their event, even in cases where it is not deemed mandatory in this agreement by the Lessor.
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
